Utah Outdoor Recreation Grant for Youth Programs

A 2012 study by the Utah Department of Health found that only 17.3 percent were physically active for at least an hour a day during a seven-day period. The Office of Outdoor Recreation would like to encourage more of our youth to get outside and enjoy outdoor recreational activities. The Office will offer grant funding to eligible programs that are aimed at getting youth (6-18 years old) outside and actively involved in outdoor recreation activities.
