Commissioner Montanez called the meeting to order.  
 
Sign Per Diem Sheet   
 
Approval of Minutes 
 
Commissioner Leavitt made a motion to approve the minutes from January 23, 2013.  
Commissioner Daniels seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
 
Public Comments on Non-Agenda Items 
 
Mike Stidham expressed his concern that the Commission Director, Bill Colbert, has personally 
singled him out and that he has a vendetta against him.  His complaint was in response to the 
Director’s request for Mr. Stidham to provide additional documentation in association with 
recent HIV test he submitted.  Mr. Stidham also reminded the Commissioners of past actions 
where he believed he was unfairly singled out by the Director.  Mr. Stidham asked the 
Commission how they plan to take action against the Director. 
 
Ted Kyle and Scott Ash, also talking on behalf of Gary Sanderson of Utah County who could not 
attend today’s meeting, approached the Commission to discuss their organization and ideas they 
have of introducing a variety of medical professionals/medical board as the medical team for 
Utah promotions.  They are currently working with the UFC and spoke about the possibilities 
that their organization could keep medical/testing expenses nominal.  There was much 
discussion.  Bill asked for their e-mail information so he can send contact information for the 
Ringside Physician Association and a link to the Ringside Physician Guide.  The Commission 
asked them to draft a written proposal for their review at the next Commission meeting. 
 
Jeremy Horn approached the Commission about referee concerns; specifically of Ethan 
Andrews.  Mr. Horn stated that he has shared his concerns of Mr. Andrew’s poor performances 
as referee with the Commission in the past with no action being taken.  He feels it is time for the 
Commission to take action against Mr. Andrews and that he officially does not want  
Mr. Andrews to referee his fighters.  Bill Colbert reported that Mr. Andrews is a licensed referee 
who has taken referee training courses with John “Big John” McCarthy.  He said that  
Mr. Andrews is often a preferred referee among some promoters.  There was much discussion. 
 
Mr. Horn also has a concern about deductions that were made to Josh Taylor’s contract with 
Bellator on February 21, 2013.  Mr. Horn states Josh’s contract was for $1,500.00 and that the  
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Commission did not enforce that contract by allowing a deduction from the original purse to be 
taken.  There was some discussion.  Commissioner Montanez asked Mr. Horn to provide the 
Commission with a copy of Josh Taylor’s contract and any provided documentation. 

Approval of Muay Thai Institute Title Bout Rules 

The Muay Thai Institute is holding an event on Saturday, March 2.  They will be having a Class 
A Title Fight and a World Title Fight.  Bill forwarded an e-mail to the commissioners from the 
Muay Thai Institute of rules they wish the Commission to approve.  Ryan of the Muay Thai 
Institute, provided more information on judges.  Bill indicated that Dave Seljestad will be the 
referee. 
 
Commissioner Leavitt made a motion to approve the Muay Thai Institute proposed rules with the 
exception that there can be a pool of five judges, chosen by the Muay Thai Institute which can be 
rotated at the event, but only three judges will score the bouts.  Commissioner Reberg seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
 
Approve Policy on Acceptance of Blood Tests by Individuals and/or Sole Proprietorships  
Providing Testing Services Under a CLIA Certificate of Waiver 
 
Bill stated he has never had any concerns of laboratory blood testing.  Concerns have arisen, 
however, with individual testers.  In the past, Bill has discovered errors and/or altering of tests 
made by individual testers and failure to require Commission requested information about testing 
kits.  Bill was asked to draft a policy for individual testers.  There was much discussion.  No 
policy will be put in place and, as a matter of practice; the Commission will require the release of 
testing information from any testing entity. 
 
Appeal of Commission Administrative Suspension by Jared Hatch 
 
Bill provided the Commission with a letter from Mr. Hatch requesting an appeal of his 
suspension.  Jared Hatch is not present at this meeting today. 
 
Commissioner Leavitt made a motion to uphold the suspension of Mr. Hatch.  Commissioner 
Reberg seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
