Utah High School Activities Association spokesman Bart Thompson provided this statement

[bookmark: _GoBack]“At the Utah High School Activities Association we prefer to retain the current system.  In both the fall and spring having the extra hour of daylight at the end of the day rather than in the morning allows for the outdoor activities in which high school students participate to occur later in the day with less disruption to the regular school day and less time out of class.  While many high school football facilities are equipped with lights, other outdoor venues such as baseball, softball, soccer, tennis, cross-country, golf, etc. generally do not have them.  Sports andactivities conducted during the winter months are held indoors and not affected other than that the facilities are limited and therefore require some groups to come in before school in the morning in order to have practice time.  Retaining day light savings time during the winter would assure these groups would be traveling to school or their practice site in the dark.”

“Education based interscholastic sports and activities are a vital part of education and the current application of daylight savings time in Utah helps to allow for and encourage wide participation among Utah's high school students with fewer incursions on classroom time.
